The opening event of the project "European Union Support for
Promoting Sustainable Urban Mobility in Turkish Cities',
shortened as SUMP Tiirkiye, which is co-financed by the
Republic of Tiirkiye and the European Union, and Union of
Municipalities of Tiirkiye is the final beneficiary, was held in
Ankara on the 71st of February 2023 with participation of
around 200 guests. Experts working on sustainable urban
mobility, stakeholders from different institutions and
organizations, civil society representatives, representatives
from relevant Ministries and the EU Delegation to Tiirkiye
attended the project launch, which was also available in a
hybrid format and attended both physically and offline by
municipalities.

The SUMP TURKIYE project, implemented under the Sectoral
Operational Program on Transport for Tiirkiye (USOP), will last
for 36 months with a budget of 2.29 million euros. The
project, for which the Ministry of Transport and
Infrastructure, Directorate General for EU and Foreign Affairs,
Department of EU Investments is the contracting authority, is
closely monitored by both the EU Delegation to Tiirkiye and
the Directorate for EU Affairs.

The first speech and presentation of the opening event was
made by Fatma Sahin, who is the President of the Union of
Municipalities of Tiirkiye and the Mayor of Gaziantep
Metropolitan Municipality. Speaking about the efforts to
ensure sustainable mobility in Tirkiye, President Sahin
emphasized the importance of ecologizing the economy and
sustainable development and said, "We have not been able to
protect and use our planet, which is home to all of us. We have
failed to achieve social justice, social peace and environmental
integrity. Unfortunately, we have put topics like "the need to
protect the environment, in order to protect people", "ensuring
that fish do not die and trees do not dry up', back on the
world's agenda in conditions such as the pandemic, which we
have paid a very heavy price for."

Emphasizing that the world has been talking about this issue
for years and now it is time for action, Sahin stated that it is
not possible for a municipality, a country or a president to
solve the problems alone and underlined the importance of
cooperation. Ms. Sahin continued her speech as : "We are
always dealing with consequences. Disease, racism,
pandemics, terrorism, crisis are all consequences. However,
protective and preventive measures are the least costly."
Explaining the idea and project competitions initiated by the
UMT, Sahin said, "We looked into what we should and should

not do. We have worked on how we can solve this big problem
together against this course of the world, without waiting for
anyone else." Touching on zero emission, zero waste and the
fight against climate change, Sahin concluded her speech with
the words "Let's walk together, let's run together; let's build a
clean world together."

Cemal Bas, who moderated the panel, stated that the SUMP TURKIYE project has excited TBB very much. Stating that synergy was created between the Ministry of Transport and
Infrastructure, the Directorate for EU Affairs, the EU Delegation to Tiirkiye and the Technical Assistance Team, Bas said that they expect all municipalities to participate in the activities of the
project and it is important for municipalities to enrich the content of the project.

Arastirma ve inovasyon programlarinda ise Avrupa Birligi'nden — ornegin Ufuk Avrupa Programi- destek aldiklarini
belirten Vancluysen, sadece kurumlari degil sektorleri de bir araya getirdiklerini belirtti. Bu projelerde belediyelerin
onemine de deginen Vancluysen belediyelerle ig birligi yapmayi dort gozle beklediklerini ¢linkii bu sekilde sehirlere
hep cok iyi yonde degisikleri gozlemlediklerini sdyledi ve “Tiirkiye ve AB'deki sehirler ortak problemleri
paylasiyoruz ve bence ¢oziimleri icin de ortak ¢alisabiliriz” seklinde devam etti.

In her speech, Karen Vancluysen, Director of POLIS Network, first drew attention to what POLIS has been doing in
Europe. Focusing on sustainable urban mobility and innovation, she said that they work with different groups under
different themes such as environment, health, traffic safety and develop solutions to problems in urban mobility.

Stating that they receive support from the European Union in research and innovation programs - for example, the
Horizon Europe Program - Vancluysen said that they bring together not only institutions but also sectors.
Vancluysen also mentioned the importance of municipalities in these projects and said that they are looking forward

to cooperating with municipalities because when done that way, they have always observed changes for the better in cities. "Cities in Tiirkiye and the EU share common problems and | think

we can work together to find solutions,” she said.

SKUP TURKIYE Proje Direktorii Dr. Wolfgang Backhaus Konsorsiyum olarak Tiirkiye'deki belediyelere siirdiiriilebilir
kentsel hareketlilik adina katki sunmaktan biyiuk mutluluk duyduklarin séyledi. Backhaus, SKUP calismalarina ilk
olarak Avrupa Komisyonu ile birlikte basladiklarini belirtti. 2050’ye kadar AB’nin koydugu hedeflere ulasmak icin
SKUP'larin etkin sekilde uygulanmasinin 6nemine degindi.

Backhaus'un konusmasinda vurguladigi diger iki konu ise akilli sehirler ve veri yonetimi oldu. Akilli sehirleri
kurgularken c¢ok ciddi bir veri tabani elde ettiklerini sOyleyen Backhaus, veri tabanindan hangi politikalarin
Uretilebilecegi ve bu politikalari kent yénetimine nasil entegre edilebilecegi noktasinda SKUP kavraminin oturdugu
yeri aktardi: “Veri SKUP streci igin elzem bir unsur.

SUMP TURKIYE Project Director Wolfgang Backhaus (Ph.D) said that as the Consortium, they are very happy to
contribute to the municipalities in Tiirkiye for sustainable urban mobility. Backhaus stated that they first started their
SUMP work together with the European Commission. He emphasized the importance of effective implementation of

the SUMPs to achieve the targets set by the EU by 2050.

Two other topics Backhaus emphasized in his speech were smart c

ities and data management. Stating that they have obtained a very serious database while building smart cities,

Backhaus explained where the SUMP concept sits in terms of which policies can be produced from the database and how these policies can be integrated into city management: "‘Data is an
essential element for the SUMP process. In order to see which transportation methods will be used, which scenarios will yield what kind of results, you need to have measurable data, just as

AB Tiirkiye Delegasyonu, Ulastirma Politikasi ve iklim Degisikligi Ekip Koordinatorii Goktug Kara AB'nin Kentsel
Hareketlilik Cercevesini aktardi. Kentsel hareketliligin iklim degisikligi acisindan onemli bir ayak oldugunu
vurgulayan Kara diger ayagdin ise yesil donisim, surdirilebilirlik ve yasanabilirlik kavramlari oldugunu soyledi. Bu
cercevenin yerine oturmasindan sonra SKUP etrafinda neler yapilacagina bakilmasi gerektiginin altini gizdi. AB
Komisyonunun yeni rehber dokiimanina vurgu yapan Kara, buradaki onceligin kent icindeki TEN-T ve TEN-T ile
SKUP arasindaki baglantinin saglanmasi oldugunu belirtti.

He underlined that once this framework is in
place, it is time to look at what to do around the SUMP. Emphasizing the new guidance document of the EU Commission, Kara stated that the priorities here are urban TEN-T and the

Kara said, "SUMP should not only be considered locally, it should become a national issue, it should be part of a higher level strategic perspective and vision, and there should be national
coordination. At this point, a very critical White Paper will be published in this project. The results of this book are critical for the formulation of such a national strategy.”

Touching on the importance of data, Kara emphasized the critical importance of data being open, accessible and of a certain standard. On the issue of financing, which is important for
municipalities, he said that international financing, including the EU, will be on green transformation and climate.
